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Frequently Asked Questions about  


So, what’s the benefit of an ORCiD ID?
ORCID provides a persistent digital identifier (sort of like a PMID for individuals) that distinguishes you from every other researcher even if they have the same name, and, through integration in key research workflows such as manuscript and grant submission, supports automated linkages between you and your professional activities ensuring that your work is recognized.  
What email account should I use to register in ORCID?
We recommend signing up for your ORCID account with a personal email address like Gmail.  You can add multiple work email addresses to your ORCID profile. Using the personal email when registering will ensure easy access and password resets over the span of your research career even once you have moved away from UC San Diego.  
As an assistant, do I need to have an ORCID iD too?
To help the trainees, no, you do not.  If you want to help support the PI on filling out their profile and setting up trusted individuals, you will need to be added to the PI’s account as a trusted individual.  Trusted individuals must have an ORCID iD.
What is a trusted organization?
ORCID can communicate with other systems to allow them to pull publically available information from your ORCID profile or even add content (i.e., publications). When you connect your ORCID iD to another organization’s system, you are asked to grant permission to that organization to interact with your ORCID account. When you grant permission, that organization becomes a trusted organization and is listed in the trusted organizations list (check under Account Settings to see the list or modify/delete them).
Examples of trusted organizations include: a publisher requesting permission to get your ORCID iD when you submit a manuscript, or CrossRef which will automatically updated your publications list.  To meet NIH requirements, you must set up eRACommons as a trusted organization.
Isn’t a Google Scholar profile enough?
NIH’s new requirement dictates that trainees must have an ORCID iD and connect that information to eRACommons.  If the automatic connections with the trusted organizations that can search for your works does not fully populate that section in ORCID, you can export your Scholar profile list of publications and add them to your ORCID account.



There's already an ORCID record for me. How did it get there?
Some publishers, such as Nature, are creating basic ORCID records for their authors. You will need to claim the record as your own before you can update and populate it.
What do I do if I have multiple ORCID iDs?
[bookmark: _GoBack]If you have more than one ORCID iD, you'll want to remove your extra account(s). Sign into the ORCID account that you'd like to keep and navigate to "Account settings" at the top of the page. Scroll down to "Remove duplicate record" and enter the login information for the account that you'd like to remove.  
I just don't want an ORCID. Can I opt out?
We don't recommend this, since we foresee a time when ORCIDs will be required for grant applications and by publishers.  The interoperability of ORCID is growing and their moto of “enter once – reuse often” is the goal for both campus tools as well as funder requirements.
What else do I need to know about ORCiD?
Since UC San Diego is an ORCID institutional membership, there are (or are soon to be) benefits … 
· Ability to enable data synchronization between ORCID data and our own systems such as eScholarship, Interfolio, Symplectic, faculty profile (in the works), etc.
· Integrating ORCID iDs in multiple systems 
· Give us analytics of the interactions between our systems and ORCID
· Ability to interact with a relatively large number of researchers per month
· Ability to enable data synchronization between ORCID data and our own systems such as eScholarship, Interfolio, Symplectic, faculty profile (in the works), etc.
Are there permissions for who can view the information on my profile? 
Yes, there are three (3) permission settings for each item added to you profile.  Select the most appropriate permission setting for your work.  The settings are Everyone, Trusted Parties, and Only Me.  Keep in mind that if everything is set for “only me” then eRACommons cannot pull the information it need.
